In this unit the children will be  discovering significant events in Ancient Egyptian history.  They will explore 

the pyramids, mummification and hieroglyphics. They will also investigate the climate in Egypt, together 

with geographical features, settlements and trade links.  

In Science children will be studying evolution and adaptation. They will explore how animals and plants have 

adapted to their environment, they will study the key ideas of the theory of evolution, look at fossil records 

and investigate evolution. Children will also explore the human circulatory system, including the heart and 

lungs. They will look at the function of blood, including arteries, capillaries and veins. They will also study 

the impact of exercise on the body. This will include some cross curricular mathematics as the children will 

be creating graphs to present and analyse their findings.

Children will also calculate percentages, ratio and 

proportion, measurement and properties of shapes.  

They will study statistics, position and direction. 

Children will study time and time tables up to 12 

x12. They will apply these skills to problems.
